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On a very few receivers, the plate circuit of the second I.F. secures its B
voltage from the negative side of resistor R-14 instead of from the positive
side as shown above. This resulted in increased voltage drop in the resistor
R-14 and consequently slightly lower target voltage on the tuning eye tube.

These few early sets are likely to be somewhat critical with regard to tubes
used as tuning eye. If difficulty is found in securing a tuning eye tube which

does not have a spotty appearance on the fluorescent screen,

connection should be changed to correspond to the diagram shown.
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
